LOCATION:    I.S.R.A. Kankakee Rifle and Pistol Range 
     1½ miles north of Route 17 on Warner Bridge Road

PROGRAM:    Check in time for all relays       8:00 – 8:15 am 
     Match and Range Safety Orientation for all Unclassified Shooters  8:15 – 8:55 am 
     Approximate firing time:       9:00 am 
 

RULES:    1.  All Unclassified Shooters MUST attend Match and Range Safety Orientation. 
2.  Current NRA High Power rules will apply except as noted. 
3.  Target pits will be used.  Shooters will pull targets and act as scorers. 
4.  Rifles allowed:  “Any safe rifle” may fire these matches, but rifles in competition for honors 
     and prizes must be “Service Rifles” as generally described in CMP rules Section 6.1.  M1, 
     M14 & M16-type rifles will be governed by Sections 6.2.1, 6.2.2 & 6.2.3 respectively.   
     Other U.S. Military Rifles and Foreign Military Rifles, as described in Sections 6.3.4 & 
     6.3.6 may have modifications in the spirit of those allowed for 6.2.1, 6.2.2 & 6.2.3 rifles,  
     rather than being subject to the “as-issued” limitations otherwise required by 6.3.4 & 6.3.6. 
5.  There will be three matches of twenty shots each, fired slow-fire from the prone position at 
     a distance of 300 yards on the MR-63 target (the 300 yard reduction of the standard MR-1, 
     600 yard mid-range target).  For each match, up to five sighter shots will be allowed before 
     beginning to fire for record.  There will be a three minute non-firing preparation period for  
     each match, followed by a block time of twenty minutes for firing of all sighters and record  
     shots.  
6.  Participants may use a different rifle in each match if they wish.  
7.  No armor piercing, incendiary or tracer ammunition. 
8.  ALL PARTICIPANTS WILL WEAR EYE AND EAR PROTECTION! 
9.  Announcements on the day of the match will supersede all prior announcements. 
10. Subject to participation levels, prizes will be paid in the following categories:  M-16-type 
      rifles, other service rifles with windage-adjustable sights and, other service rifles.
